La premiére chose a retenir, c’est que la prononciation de Panglais
repose sur une composante fondamentale: La distinction entre
voyelles tendues et voyelles relachées. En effet, ship [1] non tendu
et sheep [i:] tendu donnent deux mots bien distincts sur le plan de la
prononciation et sur le plan du sens: ship (bateau), sheep (mouton).
Notez quelques contrastes courants: [1] /[i:] : live (verbe: vivre)/leave
(partir); lip (levre)/leap (sauter); sick (malade)/seek (chercher); chip
(copeau, frite [U.K.], jeton, puce informatique)/cheap (bon marché);
sit (s’asseoir/étre assis)/seat (siege); fill (remplir)/feel (sentir/ressen-
tir), etc.
