She was born Agatha
Miller on 15 September, 1890, in Torquay,
Devon, in the south-west of England. Her
father was American and her mother was

In 1910, Agatha was in Cairo with her mother when she met Archie
Christie, who was an army officer and pilot. Agatha and Archie got
married in 1914, as World War [ was beginning. During the war, Agatha
lived in Torquay and worked as a pharmacy assistant. This gave her the
good knowledge of poisons? that she used in her fiction later. In 1916,
she began writing her first crime novel, The Mysterious Affair at Styles.
At the time, there were many Belgian refugees* in Torquay, so Agatha

decided to make her main character a Belgian detective named Hercule

Poirot. In 1919, she gave birth to a daughter, Rosalind, and in 1920 her
novel was published.

After the war ended, Archie and Agatha went on a trip around the
world together. During that time, Agatha became the first British
woman to try surfing while standing up. In 1926, Agatha published The
Murder of Roger Ackroyd, a book that made her world-famous.
However, 1926 was also a difficult year for her. Agatha’s mother died
and, later, Archie fell in love with another woman. In December,
Agatha left her house and was not seen for days. Over a week later, she
was found in a hotel hundreds of miles away, with no memory of how
she had arrived there. In 1928, Agatha and Archie were divorced. Two
years later, Agatha married Sir Max Mallowan, who was a respected
archaeologist. She often went with Max when his work took him to
the Middle East. Agatha continued to write the world’s favourite
mysteries. In 1954, the Mystery Writers of America presented her with
its Grand Master Award. In 1956, she was made a Commander of the
Most Excellent Order of the British Empire. This is an award given by
the queen to a British citizen whose work has significantly benefited
the UK. She was made a Dame in 1971. Agatha Christie died on 12™
January, 1976. The same year, the Crime Writers” Association chose The

Murder of Roger Ackroyd as the best crime novel of all time.
